The building’s roof was also replaced and the HVAC system was updated to yield a more controlled environment, resulting in a cleaner facility. Additionally, approximately 90 skylights have been installed to enhance natural lighting in specific areas of the factory, and to reduce energy usage during the day.

“With the upgrade of the Statesboro facility, I think we’re going to discover a new level of success,” says Rick Farmer, Plant Manager. “Our enhancements will reduce downtime and deliver the quality products that our customers expect from Viracon.”
